Focusing mainly on fashion, theatre,
and sports (especially cricket and golf),
The Tatler provided regular glimpses
into the lives of the rich and famous,
habitually regaling readers with news
and gossip about Britain’s most
prominent socialites, including
aristocrats, athletes, and actors.

In addition, it conveyed the develop-
ment of popular art forms over time,
such as music, dance, and cinema.

This collection contains over 250,000
images from more than 3,000 issues of
The Tatler.

As a result, this collection yields valuable source material for researchers
and students of British society in the early-to-mid twentieth century, and of
the country’s wealthy and powerful elite.
